Why are User
Rates Increasing?

Reguirements for managing drinking water systems in
Ontario have recently become more involved and

require increased staffing and
expenses, The Township is com-
mitted to improving wastewater |i
effluent quality from its treat-
ment facilities. Township water
and sewer services are funded
exclusively by users and each
water and sewer system within
the Township is independent.

Loyalist Township has examined current water and
sewer user rates and connection fees. The proposed
adjustment to utility rates and fees is to ensure that
system revenues will fund service operation, mainte-
nance, and replacement costs over the next 20 years.

Many factors have played a role in
the necessary increases to Loyalist
W Township Water and Sewer user
| rates, including, but not limited to:
» Service improvements
o Treatment system upgrades
o Increased operator education
and training
o Water system lead testing
o Increased energy and construction costs
* System age

o Some infrastructure is reaching the
end of its lifespan and needs major
maintenance or replacement.

o Regulations

o Financial Plan - Legis/ation requires all municipal
arinking water and sewer systems to be finan-
cially self-sufficient and to have a financial
plan outlining how the owner will ensure that
system revenue provides sufficient resources
for rehabilitation and replacement needs, with-
out traditional grants for large projects.

o DWQMS - Drinking water system owners must
develop and implement a drinking water guality
management system (DWQMS) according to a
provincial standard. Loyalist Townshijp must
have a DWQMS for its Bath and Fairfield
systems by October 2009. Both DWQMS are
being developed in-house.

FEE STRUCTURE

The fee structure will remain the same as the current struc-
ture, with a flat rate that is system specific and a standard
Township-wide consumption rate.

The proposed flat rate of $0.64/m? represents the approxi-
mate variable costs needed to treat one cubic metre of wa-
ter (operator costs, energy, supplies, sampling, etc.). This
rate is constant through all water and sewer systems within
the Township.

The flat rate is system specific and is based on the non-
variable costs within each system (capital maintenance, capi-
tal replacement, etc.).
